College life in the UK

School in the UK

The English school system

In England, students attend primary education from the
age of 5-11 and secondary education from the age of 11-
16. Students can then choose to attend further
education (usually at a sixth form college), and then go
on to tertiary education from the age of 18+.

At secondary school in England, students will usually
study around 10 subjects, including compulsory subjects
such as English, Maths and Science, as well as optional
subjects such as Religious Education, Art or Music. At the
end of secondary school, students sit their GCSE exams.

At sixth form college (further education), students will
usually study 3-4 subjects of their choice. Subject choices
are not always guaranteed, and will depend on the
availability of each subject at a particular college, as well
as each student’s academic level and achievements. At
college, students have an intensive curriculum, and their
timetable can appear smaller, with various free periods.
However, students are expected to spend their free time
studying and completing assignments.

Sixth form college lasts for two years, and at the end of
the first year, students will sit their AS Level exams. At
the end of the second year, students will sit their A Level

exams.

A day at college

At sixth form college, the day usually starts
around 09:00 and finishes around 16:00, though
this may vary slightly from college to college.

Each class lasts around an hour, with numerous
“free periods” throughout the week.

College students generally have some freedom to
come and go between lessons, although in some
cases are required to stay on campus.

Uniform

It is not normally required to wear a school uni-

form in a college, but most colleges have a dress
code and expect students to dress fairly formally
as you would in a workplace.

Stage one: Application to InterStudies

When we receive a new application, we will
take our time to review the application form. In
order for us to process and send the application
to a college, we will require complete infor-
mation including the following:

o Passport

. Medical certificates (including any aller-
gies)

o Insurance information

. COVID passport (if student is vaccinated)

. Most recent school transcripts (original
copies)
. Subject preferences (though please note

these are not guaranteed)
. Proof of English test (for year students)

Once we have all the correct documentation,
we then proceed with the student's application
to their named college. After we send the appli-
cation to the college, you might hear from us
with regard to an additional test, as some col-
leges will immediately require an English or
Maths test to be done to assess a student's

level in these subjects.

Stage two: Acceptance

Once we have secured a space at the college,
we will come back with an offer (including spe-
cific subjects) for the student. This is based on
the student’s summary and how the college
feels that the student would best fit in with
their own students. Please note that while the
students are asked to name their preferred sub-
jects, these cannot always be guaranteed.

This offer is conditional and may be subject to
an additional English or Maths test to assess the
student’s level in these subjects. For more crea-
tive subjects such as Art or Photography, the
college may also require the student to provide
a portfolio of their work.

Stage three: Non-conditional offer

If a student is successful in stage two, we will
send a non-conditional offer letter (also known
as an acceptance form). Please note that this
offer will have an expiry date and the college
reserves the right to withdraw should they not
receive this back within the stated timeframe.
In some instances, additional paperwork will be
required, such as host family terms and condi-
tions or a parental permission form. We will be
in touch if this is the case.

In the case of year students, this is the stage
where a CAS number will be issued. We will
send this to you in addition to the acceptance
form. This is a key bit of information which your
student will need to apply for their visa.

Stage four: placement complete

The student is now fully placed. At this stage,
we will send you the full placement letter, in-
cluding accommodation details. The student is
now set to go! Please note that for year stu-
dents, this is the point when students have all
details required to apply for their visa.
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
